RISK SEVERITY
The severity of the risk identifies the scale of the damage or injury that the identified hazard could cause. 
1 = Low (none / minor injury or damage experienced e.g. a small cut to the finger)
2 = Medium (serious injury or damage experienced e.g. an injury or illness which will last for up to 3 days)
3 = High (major injury or damage experienced e.g. break to arm, death etc.)

RISK LIKELIHOOD
The likelihood of the risk identifies how likely it is that the identified hazard will cause harm. 

1 = Low (no or small chance injury or damage will occur)
2 = Medium (injury or damage will often occur)
3 = High (injury or damage will always occur)

RISK RATING
The ‘Risk Rating’ is calculated by multiplying the ‘Risk Severity’ rating by the ‘Risk Likelihood’ rating. The resulting score will identify if the hazard is a low, medium or high risk:
Score of 1 – 2 = Low Risk
Score of 3 – 5 = Medium Risk
Score of 6 – 9 – High Risk
