	· Ensure all stock and rubbish is put away and store safely
· Ensure and breakages are cleared away and disposed of in a safe manner

· Stall holder will have full regard to the health and fitness of themselves and their household and if any are showing symptoms or potential symptoms of CV19, or have been in contact with anyone who has, then they will not attend the market nor will they make any products for the period of isolation.


· Stall layout will be set up to ensure the stall holder is always distanced from customers.

· Stall holder will have hand sanitiser gel and this will be used before and after individual customers.


· Stall holder will not encourage customers to pick up items unless they wish to purchase them.

· Stall holder will have disinfectant wipes to be used where products are handled by customers.

· Stall holder will have contactless payment available (sum up card reader) and will offer payment via SMS for payments over the contactless amount or wipe down card reader with disinfectant wipes if pin entry is used.
· Stall holder will offer customers the option to pre-order for collection to minimise time spent on the stall. 

· Stall holder will video and post on business Facebook page for customers to preview the stall if wished.


· Stall holder will remind customers of appropriate social distancing if required.

· Wearing of Gloves
Where Risk Assessment identifies wearing of gloves as a requirement of the job, an adequate supply of these will be provided. Staff will be instructed on how to remove gloves carefully to reduce contamination and how to dispose of them safely.

Symptoms of Covid-19
If anyone becomes unwell with a new continuous cough or a high temperature in the workplace (stall) they will be sent home and advised to follow the stay at home guidance.
	Store boxes in  responsible manner away from walkways 
Minimise the handling of glass


Employees to be reminded on a regular basis to wash their hands for 20 seconds with gel. 
Also reminded to catch coughs and sneezes in tissues – Follow Catch it, Bin it, Kill it and to avoid touching face, eyes, nose or mouth with unclean hands. Tissues will be made available throughout the workplace.
