	Movement of vehicles at the start / end of the market
	Festival Staff & General Public

	Give priority to the public.  Proceed at a max of 5mph using hazard lights.  Reverse using a banksman
Vehicles on site only permitted during set up and de-rig times – see Trader Information Pack for more details 

	Trailing leads/ropes, trip hazards
	Festival Staff & General Public

	Check around at commencement of trading and periodically

	Boxes/signs/tables/displays on pavement – trip hazard
	Festival Staff & General Public

	Check the stall vicinity at the commencement and periodically.  Secure all display signs and furnishings well before setting up items for sale. Have extra cable ties, duct tape, etc to deal with minor problems.

	Gazebo/stall not secured correctly / personal injury
	Festival Staff & General Public

	Ensure stall is secured & prepared for sudden adverse weather conditions
Ensure that the gazebo is weighted and secure


	Site security/verbal/physical assault & theft

	Festival Staff & General Public

	Be vigilant at all times.  If a situation occurs, telephone the Police if necessary and contact the Festival manager and security staff on site



	Excessive noise




	Festival Staff & General Public

	Be mindful of other stallholders and the general public where noise from your stall is concerned. No PA systems permitted unless pre agreed with festival organisers 


	Litter/pollution from your stall
	Festival Staff & General Public

	Smaller amounts of refuse must be taken by the stallholder at the end of the festival day
Stall holder must ensure that their stall is clean and tidy throughout the festival
Bring own bin to help manage waste and take back

	Faulty products/personal illness or injury
	Festival Staff & General Public

	Ensure that all products sold on the market comply with Trading Standards.  
Ensure that you and your other stall operators are physically fit enough to work on market days
