Terms and Conditions
It is required that the applicant:
1. Holds public liability insurance of a minimum £5,000,000 together with any other requisite insurance for their activity.
2. Indemnifies the members of the Rotary Club of Burnley and Burnley Borough Council and its employees of any claim for accidental damage or personal injury that has been caused by themselves, persons under their direction, or by their vehicles, stalls, equipment or other factors under their control.
3. That as far as possible their activity is undertaken safely and in compliance with the relevant health and safety requirements and that they have assessed possible risks of their activity together with the controls to be adopted to remove or minimise them.  Basic risk assessments are not difficult to do and guidance on how to do them are on our website for applicants guidance.
4. If you are a food business registering for the event, you must have an up-to-date registration with your local authorities' environmental health teams and hold scores on the doors of 4 or 5.  All caterers must complete the Burnley Borough Council's catering questionnaire and return it to their environmental health team at least two weeks before the event.
5. If you are planning to service alcoholic drinks you must apply for a temporary events notice more than 30 days prior to the event taking place by clicking on the link Temporary event notices - burnley.gov.uk you must print a copy of this temporary events notice and display this on the day of the event on your stand.  Failure to comply with this will result in refusal onto the site.
